(IDAs). IDAs are a matched savings program that enables low to moderate income entrepreneurs save to either start 
or expand a food system business. As part of this program we offer financial literacy classes. Food Roots also 
provides small business technical assistance through out resource library. We have worked with partners in Clatsop 
County to update the North Coast Food Guide. We also operate the Tillamook Farmers’ Market Community Table 
every Saturday during the market season.
